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Cut List & Parts

2 Top/Bottom, 3/4" Plywood X 15 3/4''x56

4 Sides/Dividers, 3/4" Plywood X 15 3/4"'x23 1/2"

2 Middle Shelves, 3/4" Plywood X 15 3/4''x17"

2 Side Shelves, 3/4" Plywood X 14'"'x18"

10 Door Pieces, 3/4"'x31/2"'x17 3/4"

2 Door Piece, 3/4"x51/2"'x17 3/4"

2 Door Part, 1/4"x3/4"x17 3/4"

4 Door Piece Secure Pieces: 5 Gallon Paint Sticks Or Scrap 1/4" Plywood , 1/4''x1/2"'x20"

1 Back Piece, 1/4"'x56'"x25"

3/4" Plywood Cuts

Build Frame
Attach the sides flush to each end of the bottom piece. Then attach the middle sections as directed. Next, attach the top

piece. Use 3/4" pocket holes and 11/4" pocket hole screws for all joinery.

Drill 3/4" pocket holes
and attach with 1 1/4"
pocket hole screws,

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Add Shelves

Measure and mark for middle shelf placement then attach with 3/4" pocket holes and 11/4" pocket hole screws from the

underside. You can fix the side shelves to any height you desire by attaching with pocket holes, or you can use a Kreg shelf
pin jig to drill holes for adjustable shelves inside the side cabinets.

Drill 3/4" pocket holes into the bottom of each shelf and attach as shown with 1 1/4" pocket hole screws.

Suggested placement for pocket holes on fixed shelves.

\ Drill 3/4" pocket holes into shelves and then attach them with 1 1/4" pocket hole screws, /
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Attach backing
Attach the 1/4" plywood back to the frame with 3/4" screws, making sure to attach into each side, divider, shelf, and both top

and bottom pieces. Always pre-drill holes first.

Attach 1/4 plywood to back and screw into
frame and dividers with 3/4" screws.
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Build doors
Using the 1x6, 1x4's, and trim piece, build two doors. Cut prices to length and glue together. You can clamp or secure them

with a paint stick or scrap 1/4" material with 3/4" finish nails and glue. *Please note not all boards dimensions are accurate.
After | built my doors | realized my 1x4 pieces were just short of the actual 31/2". | ended up adding another piece of trim to
the top and cut the sides down to fit trim on them to finish them out. You can build these doors anyway you like as long as
the fit the opening. Doors should measure 1/8'" less then the opening on all sides, it is best to build the frame and then

measure your opening before you build the doors.

Build doors using reclaimed wood or a 1x6 and 1x4's,
You can really use any wood you want to build them,

I added a piece of 3/4" x 1/4" trim to the bottom as well.
You can glue and clamp the boards or glue and use 1/4"
thick paint sticks or plywood strips to secure the boards,
nailing them into each board with 3/4" finish nails.

Paint/Stain

Paint, stain, and finish as you desire.
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Attach feet and doors
Attach the feet to the bottom of the buffet with leg mounting hardware. Attach the doors with butt hinges, apply the

magnetic catch, and knob as well.

Attach doors with butt hinges

and leave an 1/8" space on all sides. r J
