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Cut List & Parts

1 Ball Finial, 4"

1 Base (For Finial, Cut From 1x6) , 3/4"x 4" x4"

1 Post Or Newel Post/Tall Baluster,31/2"" X 31/2" X 57"
4 lLegs,11/2"X31/2"X7"

4 Feet,3/4"'X31/2"X21/2"

4 Angle Supports,11/2" X 21/2" X 7" Long Point To Long Point Ends Not Parallel

— '—_ELI;QIEltIQ: long point ends not

 parallel cut ends at 45 degree angle.
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Directions

Attach legs to Post
1 Mark 3/4" up from the bottom of the post on all four sides. After drilling 11/2" pocket holes into one side of your 7" 2x4 legs,

attach them to all four sides of your post with wood glue and 2 1/2" pocket hole screws.

Attach 2x4 legs to post with

1 1/2" pocket holes and 2 1/2"
pocket hole screws and glue.

Attach legs 3/4" up from the
bottom of the post.
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Attach feet to legs
Attach the 2x3 feet to the bottom of the legs flush to the outside edge, use wood glue and 11/2" finish nails. Make sure to nail

in from the the bottom.

Attach 1x4 feet with glue
and 1 1/2" finish nails.

Attach from the bottom. &
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Add angle supports
Centering your angle supports on the legs and the post and attach them with wood glue and 2" finish nails, nailing in at an

angle.

e Cut both 2x3 ends
at a 45 degres angle.
Attach with glue and

Center over 2x4 feet, _\
leaving a 1/2" on each side.
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Add base and finial
Attach the 4" base and 4" ball finial to the top of your post with wood glue and 2" finish nails.

4II

Add Ball Finial and wood base to top of post,
Attach base with wood glue and 2" finish
nails to post with 1/4" overhang on all four
sides. Screw finial into the wood base,

Add coat hooks

on all 4 sides of
coat rack, attaching
where desired,
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Fill holes and finish
Fill all holes with wood filler and finish as desired. After your finish is complete attach hooks to all four sides of your post at

the top. You can stagger them as desired. Enjoy your new coat rack!
