2 Use a table saw or Kreg Accu-Cut track system to cut two, 16" x 29-1/2" plywood panels. Connect pairs of legs to plywood end

through pocket holes.

Non-mortise hinges may be used to mount cabinet doors. If using traditional concealed hinges, use the Kreg Concealed

Hinge Jig kit to drill mortises and install perfectly aligned door hinges.
