Star t b y cut ting y our legs. C ut thr ee bo ards t o 24" with p arallel 10 degr ee mit er cuts on e ach end."
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Next , work on y our thr ee t op be ams. Star t b y cut ting a 12 0 degr ee angle on the end of a piec e of w ood. To do this, mar k the

middle of the end of y our bo ard, then cut a 30 degr ee angle fr om ther e t o each side. Then, me asur e 14" from the tip and

mar k a line on y our bo ard. Cut y our bo ard ther e with a 10 degr ee mit ered cut .

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For the thr ee lo w er be ams, y ou'r e going t o do the e xact same thing as the T op Be ams, but mak e them longer . Cut the same

120 degr ee angle on the end of a bo ard, but then me asur e 17" from the point and mar k your bo ard. Then cut the 10 degr ee

mit ered angle ther e.

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Time t o dr ill y our poc ket holes. Don't dr ill an ything on the legs. Mak e sur e that y ou'r e w orking on the under side of y our

bo ards. You should dr ill all of y our holes on the long side of e ach bo ard. On e ach of the t op and lo w er be ams, dr ill t w o poc ket

holes on the mit ered edge t o connec t t o the legs. Then, on the points, dr ill t w o poc ket holes on e ach tip , but mak e sur e the y

are dr illed in plac es that w on't run int o other scr ew s. See the pic tur e.

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Use 2 1/2" Kreg poc ket scr ew s to at tac h your t op be ams t ogether at the points.&
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Use 2 1/2" poc ket scr ew s to connec t your lo w er be ams t ogether at the points.'
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Clamp y our t op be ams do wn on something lik e the K reg Mobile P rojec t Cent er . Use 2 1/2" Kreg poc ket scr ew s to at tac h the

top be ams t o the ends of y our thr ee legs.

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Slide y our lo w er be ams do wn until the y enc ount er the legs on all thr ee sides. This should be about 8 " from the bot tom of

the legs. Use 2 1/2" K reg poc ket scr ew s to at tac h the lo w er be ams t o the legs.

)
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Stain y our geometr ic c of fee table legs what ever c olor mat ches y our dec or . Then, apply polyur ethane f or pr ot ec tion.*
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Finally , apply a t op t o the geometr ic b ase. A 36" diamet er r ound t op will w ork best f or this siz e leg b ase. If you ar e looking t o

really see the design w ell, a glass t op will w ork best and can just r est on t op . If you w ant a w ood t op , you can either cut one,

or pur chase a pr efabr icat ed r ound w ood t op and at tac h it t o the b ase with w ood glue and c lamps.
